Individual Drivers must be in possession of either a valid INTERNATIONAL B Racing Licence (minimum),
together with a valid Medical Certificate to compete in the International Class or a valid INTERNATIONAL C
Racing Licence (minimum), together with a valid Medical Certificate to compete in the National Class.

In accordance with Article 70 of the Code, all competitors must hold a Visa (issued by their own licensing
ASN) when competing in an event outside their home territory.

All necessary documentation must be presented for checking when signing on at all series rounds.

Registration:

2.1 Entries:

211 Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct entry fees (where
required as in 1.4.2 and 5.1) prior to the entry closing dates.

2.1.2 Any withdrawal of Entry or Driver / Car changes made after acceptance of any entry must be notified to the
Series Co-ordinator in writing. If Driver / Vehicle changes are made after publication of Final Entry List the
Competitor concerned must apply for approval of acceptance by the Stewards of the Meeting BEFORE
further participating.

The Programme / Event Schedule will vary from circuit to circuit and will be set by the Series Promoters in
consultation with the Circuit Promoters, but under normal circumstances, the event schedule for a Series
race meeting will be as follows:

An additional fee will usually be
payable to the Circuit Promoters and the nominated time keeping organisation for these sessions.

Briefings:

Competitors will be notified of the times and locations of all briefings, either in the Final Instructions for each
event or in a Bulletin issued by the Race Director. Competitors must attend all briefings. Each driver must
sign an attendance sheet on arrival at the Briefing. The maximum penalty for non or late attendance will be
a fine of £250:00 (or the local currency equivalent) which will be applied by the Race Director.

Qualifying Practice:

Wherever possible, the minimum period of qualifying practice is to be set at one 30-minute session (See
Regulation 2.2.2). There shall be a minimum elapsed time of two hours between the qualifying session and
Race 1 and between Race 2 and Race 3, unless timetable restrictions make this impossible. During
qualifying Practice Sessions any work must be carried out on the pit apron only. Any cars returning to their
garages or paddock areas must have permission from the Series Technical Delegate

The fastest time of each competitor set in qualifying will be used to set the grid placings for Race 3.
The second fastest time of each competitor set in qualifying will be used to set the grid placings for
Race 1.

The grid for Race 2 will be according to the results of Race 1. Any number between and including the first six

and ten finishers from Race 1 will have their grid positions for Race 2 reversed. The nominatgehpumber will

Starts:

All race start countdowns will normally have a minimum elapsed period of 10 minutes from the time that
all cars are released to form up on the grid to the start of the green flag lap(s)

The grid will be formed in a 1 x 1 staggered formation unless the ASN Circuit Track Licence specifies an
alternative format and race starts will normally be of the STANDING or Grand Prix type.

In exceptional circumstances, a race may be started behind a Safety Car - see 2.16.3.m. (i - iv).

In the event that the Green Flag / Pace Lap is ABORTED, any vehicle caught in the pit lane after the original
5 minute signal was given, may join the grid prior to the new 2-minute signal being given. If the Green Flag /
Pace Lap is merely delayed, the said vehicle will not be allowed to join the grid.

Any competitors unable to maintain their grid positions on the Green Flag Lap to the extent that ALL other
cars are ahead of them, may complete the Green Flag Lap but MUST remain at the rear of the last row of
the grid. Non-compliance will be deemed to be a false start and penalised in accordance with Regulation
2.7.18.

Excessive weaving to warm up tyres - using more than 50% of the track width 1 and / or falling back in order
to accelerate and practice starts during the Green Flag Lap are prohibited

At the completion of the Green Flag Lap all cars will return to their grid positions. As soon as all cars are in
position, the 5 Second Board will be displayed, 5 seconds after the board is withdrawn, the RED lights will be
switched on, and 2 to 6 seconds later the RED lights will be switched off to signal the start of the race.

In the event of any starting lights failure the starter will revert to the use of the National Flag of the Country
where the event is being held.

Any competitor adjudged to have made a false start will be subject either to a race time penalty as per FiA
General Prescriptions, or the Race Director may impose a Drive Through Penalty, the procedure for which is
specified in 3.1.6.

Any competitors unable to take the Race Start due to mechanical or other difficulty are required to indicate
their situation clearly and visibly, whereupon the Race Director will decide if the Race Start is to be aborted.

If the Race Director or the nominated race starter decides to abort the start, the start lights will remain at red
and the delayed start board will be shown.

If the Race Start is aborted the sequence will re-commence at the 2-minute signal and the race distance will
automatically be reduced by one lap notwithstanding that a previous reduction may already have taken
place.

When CR 2.8.1 is invoked and the Race Director grants two sighting laps before the green flag lap, the pit
lane exit will be open for a predetermined period only and (if possible) this will be announced at a Drivers
Briefing. All cars exiting the pit lane must do so within this period and in any case before the first car to be
released passes the start line at the end of its first lap. Any car which is delayed and therefore trapped in the
pit lane, for whatever reason, may only be released on the express orders of the Race Director and in this
case such cars will only be granted one sighting lap, and must stop on the grid. Under no circumstances
whatsoever, may any car traverse the grid to begin a second sighting lap once another car has stopped on
its grid place.

Any co 7who stops and abandons a car at the side of the circuit, must leave it in neutral or with the
clutch di aged and with the steering wheel in place. Failure to comply may result in the imposition of a
financial penalty.

In accordance with Article 13 of the General Presciptions of the Code, if a car stops during qualifying or a
race it must be deliberately parked in a place of safety. Competitors unable to do so, for whatever reason,
may have their car pushed to a place of safety by marshals.

Provided that the engine is still running, or the driver is able to re-start it using on-board electro / mechanical
means, the car may continue or re-join. However, the car may not continue or re-join if it has been towed by
another (safety or snatch) vehicle, irrespective

Any car which has entered a gravel trap with all four wheels and has come to a complete stop during any
session may be prevented from continuing on the grounds of safety at the discretion of the Race Director,
irrespective of whether the car has been towed by another vehicle or not.

Generally, an incident means any occurrence or series of occurrences involving one or more competitors or
any action by any competitor, which:

- constituted a breach of these Sporting Regulations or the Code;
- caused a false start by one or more cars;

- caused an avoidable collision;

- caused a driver to leave the track;

- impeded a legitimate overtaking manoeuvre by a driver;

- impeded another driver during overtaking;

constituted an infringement of yellow flag rules:

If a competitor breaches one or more of the above, the Race Director may impose a drive-through penalty
on any competitor involved in an incident, the procedure for which is specified in 3.1.6. Any infringement of
yellow flag rules may incur retrospective time penalties in addition to any other penalty including drive
through penalty.

Any other incidents involving more than one car will normally be investigated by the Stewards after the race.

At any time during
an event, and following a report from a Judge of Fact, any competitor who exceeds the limit
will be subject to a fine of £25:00 (twenty five UK pounds or the local currency equivalent) for
each km/h above the limit, which will be applied by the Race Director.

Pit Wall: A maximum of four personnel per car are allowed on the pit signalling wall.
Competitors or their Teams / Entrants must not place any item of timing, logging, data or
other equipment (including the power sources for these) on the top of the pit wall. Any such
equipment placed, which is deemed may cause a danger or subsequently fall onto the track
will be removed by Officials without recourse to the owner.

Refuelling:  May not be carried out during qualifying sessions or races. At other times competitors and
associated personnel must observe any Circuit Management Regulations and the
Supplementary Regulations or Final Instructions issued for each Circuit / Meeting.

Paddock Entrance as instructed, comply with any directions given by Marshals or Officials and keep their
helmets on and seat belts done up whilst the car is in motion, on the circuit or in the pit lane.

2.13.3 A maximum of two authorised team personnel per car will be allowed access to the Parc Ferme area, only
under instruction from the Series Technical Delegate or his nhominated representative. This restriction will
also apply when team facilities are utilised as the nominated Parc Ferme area.

The Series Organisers reserve the right to vary the technical specifications for the National Class cars at any
time if considered appropriate. Any such changes will be notified to all registered and / or intending
competitors in the class by way of a Series Bulletin.

The minimum weight is as defined by the FIA remains at the original specified figure for cars built during this
period, namely 550kg. For the purposes of Regulation 4.6.2, the first figure for National Class cars is 552kg
and the second figure is 550kg.
