1. SPORTING REGULATIONS - GENERAL 
 

1.1 Title & Jurisdiction: 
The 2010 BARC WESTFIELD SPORTSCAR SERIES is organised and administered by the BARC in accordance 
with the General Regulations of the Royal Automobile Club Motor Sports Association (incorporating the provisions 
of the International Sporting Code of the FiA) and these Series Regulations. The organisers reserve the right to 
issue additional statements clarifying items in the rules and regulations and all such statements will be issued to 
all registered drivers by posting to the address detailed on the registration form. 

 

1.2 Officials:

 Any three of the above may reach a decision. 
 

1.3 Competitor Eligibility: 
 

1.3.1 Entrants where applicable must be in possession of a valid 2010 MSA Entrants Licence. 
 

1.3.2 Drivers must be fully paid up valid óracing membershipô card holding members of the BARC be Registered for  
the Series and be in possession of a valid MSA Competition (Racing) National B Licence or higher. 

 

1.3.3 All necessary documentation must be presented for checking at all rounds when signing-on. 
 

1.3.4 At the start of each event, practice or race, all cars must be clean and in good order.  Any bodywork repairs must 
have been carried out to the highest professional standards.  The Clerk of the Course in consultation with the 
Organisers may forbid cars not meeting these requirements from taking part. 
 

1.4 Registration: 
  

1.4.1 All drivers must register as competitors for the series by returning the Registration Form with the Registration Fee 
a minimum of 7 days prior to the Final Closing date for the first round being entered.  Each driver will be issued 
with a separate competition number.  If an entrant wishes to nominate more than one driver during the course of 
the season, then a separate registration form must be completed for each driver. 

 

1.4.2 Alternatively, competitors may register óon lineô by visiting the BARC website at www.barc.net.   When registering 
on line competitors should NOT complete and submit the paper version of the registration form (section 7). 

 

1.4.2 The Registration Fee is   £50:00  Made payable to: BARC LTD 
 

1.4.3 Registrations will be accepted from 1st January 2010 (or when on line registrations go live) until further notice. 
 

1.4.4 Registration numbers will be the permanent Competition numbers for the Series. Each registered  
driver will be allocated a permanent number for the season by the Series Co-ordinator and these will  
be issued strictly on receipt of a fully completed registration form and registration fee. The only exception to this 
will be the number 1 which will be reserved for the current champion.  Should the current champion not re-
register, then the number 1 will not be used. 
 

1.4.5 Official Series Registration Cards will be issued by the BARC only on receipt of the attached Registration Form.

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1.4.6     In the interests of enhancing the series, invitation drivers may be admitted to events at the discretion of the  
BARC and WSC. Such invitation drivers may be permitted to drive any Westfield vehicle within the Invitation 
Class, which may not comply with specific technical regulations for the series other than safety regulations of the 
MSA noted in 5.3 and general technical requirements as noted in 5.4. Such invitation drivers need not comply with 
the BARC membership and registration requirements of regulations 1.3.2 and 1.4.1.  Such invitation drivers will 
always run as number 99. 

 

1.5 Series Rounds:

1.5.1 In accordance with MSA Regulation D11.1, the Organisers reserve the right to amend the published list of dates 
and rounds, in which case, all registered competitors will be informed of the amendments by Official Bulletins 
posted to the address specified on the Official Registration Form.  

 

1.6 Scoring: 
 

1.6.1 No points will be awarded to Competitors listed in this series.  
 

1.7 Awards: 
 

1.7.1 All Awards are to be provided by the BARC and / or Westfield Sportscars and its sponsors 
 

1.7.2 Per Round: Garland to race winner.  Trophies may also be presented from time to time. 
 

1.7.3 Series:   No cumulative awards will be presented in this series. 
 

1.7.4 Bonuses: Nil 
 

1.7.5 Presentations: 
 Commemorative Awards and Trophies are to be provided for presentation at the end of each race or at an end of 
 the meeting presentation ceremony. Prize money and Bonuses shall be posted to the Entrants within  28 days of 
 the results being declared final after each round. 
 

1.7.6 Entertainment Tax Liability. 
 In accordance with current government legislation, the BARC is legally obliged to withhold tax at the basic rate 
 on all payments to non-UK resident sportsmen/women. 
 

 That is, those persons who do not have a normal permanent residence in the UK. The UK does not include the 
 Isle of Man, Channel Islands or Eire. This means that, as the organiser, the BARC is required to deduct tax at 
 the relevant rate - currently 23% - from any such payments they may make to non-UK residents. 
 

 Under certain circumstances, it may be possible for competitors to enter into an agreement with the Inland 
 Revenue to limit the tax withheld. Any application for such an arrangement must be made in writing and not later 
 than 30 days before the payment is due.

 In the event of any Provisional Results or Series Tables being revised after any provisional presentations and 
 such revisions affect the distribution of any awards the Competitors concerned must return such awards to the 
 BARC in good condition within 7 days.

3. SPORTING REGULATIONS - SERIES RACE MEETINGS & RACE 

 PROCEDURES 
 

3.1 Entries: 
 

3.1.1 Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct entry fees prior to the 
 entry closing dates which shall be 20 days before each round. 
 

3.1.2 Incorrect or incomplete entries (including Driver to be Nominated Entries) are to be held in abeyance until they 
 are complete and correct and the date of receipt for acceptance of entry purposes shall be the date on which the 
 Secretary of the Meeting receives the missing or corrected information or fee. 
 

3.1.3 Any withdrawal of Entry or Driver / Car changes made after acceptance of any entry must be notified to the 
Secretary of the Meeting in writing. If Driver / Vehicle changes are made after publication of Entry Lists with Final 
Instructions the  Competitor concerned must apply for approval of acceptance by the Stewards of the Meeting 

BEFORE signing-on. 
 

3.1.4 The Maximum Entry Fee for each round shall be as detailed in the SRôs for the event in question 
 

3.1.5 Where the level of entries received at closing date significantly exceeds the number cars allowed to practice in 
one session and where time permits, two practice sessions and two races will be held.  There will be a series race 
where series points will be allocated and a consolation race where they will not.    

 

3.1.6 Where one race is planned, each Race Meeting Organiser may accept up to a maximum of 20% more entries 
than specified on the Track Licence for each Circuit in question and all accepted Competitors may practice. 

 

3.1.7 Where one race is planned and the number of competitors who practiced exceeds the number  who can start the 
race at the circuit in question, the slowest number of competitors over the number who can start the race will be 
considered to be reserves. These reserves will replace withdrawn or retired entries in order of their practice time. 
If Reserves are given Grid Places prior to issue of the first Grid Sheets for any round the times set in Practice 
shall determine their grid positions. If reserves are given places after publication of the grid sheet and prior to 
approximately 30 minutes before cars being collected in Official "Assembly Areas" they will be placed at the rear 
of the Grid and be started without any time delay. Otherwise, they will be held in the Pitlane and be released to 

start the race after the last car to start the GREEN FLAG LAP or last car to take the start has passed the startline 

or pitlane exit, whichever is the later. Such approval to start MUST be obtained from the Clerk of the Course. 
 

3.1.7 Competitors who practice in the correct session and set a time will take precedence, over any accepted entry 
whose practice times are disallowed, or who does not set a time during the official practice for the series race. 

 

3.2 Briefings: 
 Organisers should notify Competitors of the times and locations for all briefings in the Final Instructions for the 
 meetings. Competitors must attend all briefings. 
 

3.3 Qualifying: 
  

3.3.1 The minimum period of qualifying to be provided is to be as specified in the MSA Regulations in respect of 
 the circuit lengths. 
 

3.3.2 Should any qualifying session be disrupted the Clerk of the Course shall not be obliged to resume the session or 
 re-run sessions to achieve the series criteria and the decision of the Clerk of the Course shall be final. 

 

3.3.3 For events where two races are to be held as marked  in section 1.5. there will be one qualifying session only. 
Where this is the case, the fastest time set in qualifying will set the grid for race 1. The grid for race 2 will be 
determined by the finishing positions from race 1.  
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3.4 Qualification Criteria: 
Each driver should complete a minimum of 3 laps in the car to be raced and in the correct session in order to 

qualify for selection and order of precedence as set out in the MSA Regulation Q4.5.  The Clerk of the Course  
and / or Stewards of the Meeting shall have the right to exclude any driver whose qualifying times or driving are 

considered to be unsatisfactory - as per MSA Regulation Q4.5. 
 

3.5 Races: 
The standard minimum scheduled duration shall be 20 minutes whenever practicable but should any race 
distance be reduced at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course or Stewards of the Meeting it shall still count as 
full points scoring round. 

 

3.6 Starts: 
 

3.6.1 All race start countdowns are to have a minimum elapsed period of 5 minutes from the time all cars are released 
 to form up on the grid to the start of the Green flag Lap(s) in the formation as specified on the Track Licence for 
 each circuit. 
 

3.6.2 The Countdown procedures / audible warnings sequence shall be:   Standing Starts:- 
 

 2 minutes to start of Green Flag / Pace Lap   Clear Grid Warning/Grid Closed. 
 1 minute to start of Green Flag / Pace lap   Start engines/Clear Grid. 
 30 seconds       Visible and audible warning for start of Green Flag/Pace Lap. 
 

3.6.3 The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds is prohibited. 
 

3.6.4 Any cars removed from the grid after the 3 minute stage or driven into pits on Green Flag lap shall be held in the 
 pitlane and may start the race after the last car to take the start from the grid has passed the startline or pitlane 
 exit, whichever is the later. 
 

3.6.5 Any drivers unable to start the Green Flag/Pace lap or start are required to indicate their situation as per MSA 

Regulation Q12.13.2 and any drivers unable to maintain grid positions on the Green Flag Lap to the extent that 

ALL other cars are ahead of them, may complete the Green Flag lap but MUST remain at the rear of the last row 
of the grid but ahead of any cars to be started with a time delay. 

 

3.6.6 Excessive weaving to warm-up tyres - using more than 50% of the track width, and falling back in order to 
 accelerate and  practice starts, is prohibited. 
 

3.6.7 A five second board will be used to indicate that the grid is complete. The red lights will be switched on five 
 seconds after the board is withdrawn. 
 

 In the event of any starting lights failure the Starter will revert to the use of the National Flag 
 

3.7 Practice / Race Stops: 
 

3.7.1 Should the need arise to stop any practice or qualifying session, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the 
Startline and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the Startline and at all Marshals Signalling Points around the 
Circuit. This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable 

pace and to return to the pitlane. 
 

Should the need arise to stop any  race, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the Startline and RED FLAGS will 
be displayed at the Startline and at all Marshals Signalling Points around the Circuit.  This is the signal for all 

drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable pace and to return to the starting 

grid which will automatically become a Parc Ferme area. 
   

Cars should not enter the Pits unless directed to do so or unless repairs are necessary.  Work on cars already in 
the Pits must cease when a race is stopped and may only continue under the control of Scrutineers.  Cars which 
are in the pitlane or who enter the pitlane may ONLY re-start from the pitlane (not the grid) after all other  cars 
have re-started.  Non runners at the time of the stoppage (which have been recovered) can re-start from the 

pitlane behind those referred to above. 
 

3.7.3 Case A - Less than two laps completed by Race Leader 
 

 The race will be null and void.  The race will re-start from the original grid positions.  Competitors unable to take 

the re-start may be replaced by nominated reserves who will start from the pitlane in reserve number order and in 
front of any other pitlane starter.  Gaps on the grid should not be closed up.  The length of the re-started race will 
be determined by the Clerk of the Course. 
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3.7.4 Case B - More than two laps completed by Race Leader but less than 75% of Race Distance: 
 

 The race will restart from a grid set out by the finishing order of part one (as per Q5.4.3).  The final result of the 
race will be the finishing order of part two.  The length of the re-started race will be determined by the Clerk of the 
Course. 

 

3.7.5 If the leader has completed more than 75% of the race distance or duration it shall not usually be re-started (as 

per Q5.4.3).  If not re-started the results will be based on the order of crossing the finish line at one lap less than 
at the time of first showing the Red Flag. Only cars which are under their own power at the showing of the Red 
Flag will be classified.  

 

3.8 Re-Scrutiny: 
All vehicles reported involved in contact incidents during races or practice must be re-presented to the 

 Scrutineers before continuing in the races or practice. 
 

3.9 Pits & Pitlane Safety: 
 

3.9.1 Pits:  Entrants must ensure that the MSA, Circuit Management and Organising Club Safety  
   Regulations are complied with at all times. 
 

3.9.2 Pitlane:  The outer lane or lanes are to be kept unobstructed to allow safe passage of cars at all times. 
   The onus shall be on all Drivers to take all due care and drive at minimum speeds in pitlanes. 
 

3.9.3 Refuelling: May only be carried out in accordance with MSA Regulations Q13, Circuit Management  
   Regulations and the SR's or Final Instructions issued for each Circuit/Meeting. 
 

3.9.4 Speed:  There will be a maximum speed of 60kph (40mph) in all pitlanes at all times. 
 

3.10 Race Finishes: 
 After taking the Chequered Flag drivers are required to: Progressively and safely slow down, remain behind any 
 Competitors ahead of them, return to the Pit Lane Entrance / Paddock Entrance as instructed, comply with any  
 directions given by Marshals or Officials and to keep helmets on and harnesses done up while on the circuit 
 or in the pitlane. 
 

3.11 Results: 
 All Practice Timesheets, Grids, Race Results are to be deemed PROVISIONAL until all vehicles are released by 
 SCRUTINEERS after Post Practice / Race Scrutineering and/or after completion of any Judicial or Technical 
 Procedures. 
 

3.12 Timing Modules: 
 

3.12.1 All competitors will be required to fit an Electronic Self Identification Module (Transponder) as per MSA Regulation 
Q12.2.1 to their cars for the purposes of accurate timing. Holders for these and detailed fitting instructions will be 
issued with the transponders and it will be the responsibility of the competitor to fit these in the car in the position 
and manner specified.  The Modules must be in place and functioning correctly for all Series qualifying practice 
sessions and races. The setting and servicing of these items must only be carried out by properly authorised MSA 
licensed Timekeepers.  Competitors will be charged by the timing company for replacement of the Modules due to 
misuse or loss at any time during the season.  

 

3.12.2 Competitors may not place electronic timing equipment within five metres of the official Start, Finish or any other 
official timing lines at any event or test session/day.  Any such equipment placed within these zones will be 
removed. 

 

3.13 Safety Car: 
 

3.13.1 At certain events, the Clerk of the Course reserves the right to introduce a Safety Car (if considered appropriate) 
at any time during a race or until such time as the race leader has completed 75% of the scheduled race distance. 

 

3.13.2 The Safety Car will be used in accordance with the regulations as laid down in the MSA Yearbook, Section Q, 
Appendix 2. 

 

3.13.3 The Clerk of the Course may impose a óDrive Throughô penalty or retrospective time penalty upon any Competitor 
or team who he considers has gained an unfair advantage, whether inadvertently or not, from a breach of these 
Safety Car Regulations. If in the opinion of the Clerk of the Course during the event that one Competitor breaches 
these Safety Car Regulations for the benefit of another Competitor, then both may be penalised. 
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4. SERIES RACE PENALTIES: 
 

4.1 Infringements of Technical Regulations: 

 
4.1.1 Arising from post practice Scrutineering or Judicial Action: 

 Minimum Penalty: The provisions of MSA Regulations: C3.3 
 
4.1.2 Arising from post race Scrutineering of Judicial Action: 

 Minimum Penalty: The provisions of MSA Regulations: C3.5.1 (a) & (b) 
 
 For infringements deemed to be of a more serious nature the Clerk of the Course and/or Stewards of the 

 Meeting are to invoke the provisions of Regulation C3.5.1. (c) 
 
4.1.3 Additional specific series penalties: At the discretion of the Series Stewards. 
 

4.2 Infringements of non-technical MSA Regulations and the Sporting Regulations 

 issued for the Series: 

 
 As per 2010 MSA Judicial Procedure Regulations.

5. TECHNICAL REGULATIONS 
 

5.1  Introduction:  
The following Technical Regulations are set out in accordance with the MSA specified format and it should be 
clearly understood that if the following texts do not clearly specify that you can do it you should work on the 
principle that you cannot. All references to the MSA Yearbook (Blue Book) relate to the current edition.  
Due to the continued development of products, Westfield Sportscars Ltd reserve the right to change parts or part 
numbers specified in these regulations, at any time during the life of these regulations, and without prior notice, 

subject to MSA Regulation D11.1.  
 

5.1.1  The Series Eligibility Scrutineer may refer to an authorised official of Westfield Sportscars Ltd to verify the origin of 
certain parts. For the purposes of Clarification an authorised official shall be one of the following Westfield 
personnel:  

Dr Paul Faithfull, Julian Turner, Mark Walker, Russell Lee.  
 

5.1.2  Where the word ñstandardò is used in these regulations, in relation to a part or parts manufactured by Westfield 
Sportscars Ltd, that part or those parts shall be totally standard and Ăas produced by the manufacturer,͍ 
unmodified in any way.  

 

5.1.3  ñRaceò Body Kits are not eligible.  
 

5.1.4  The Series Eligibility Scrutineer reserves the right to seal and subsequently dismantle any part of the competing 
car. Should the car be found to be ineligible any rebuilding costs will be borne by the competitor of that car.  
 

5.2  General Description:  
The BARC Westfield Sportscar Series is a Ăone-make racing series in four classes (Cup, Academy, Euro, 
Invitation) for competitors participating in Westfield Sportscar vehicles as follows:  

 

Cup Class: Any Westfield car previously eligible for 2009 Classes A or B (Westfield AeroRace car with 

2000cc Ford Zetec engine, Westfield SE, SEi, SEi Wide and ZEi vehicles with standard Ford Zetec 1800cc Twin 
Cam 16 valve engine).  

 

Cup Class cars may, at the discretion of the Series Eligibility Scrutineer,  be required to be power-tested and have 
their engines and ECUs sealed.  

 

Cup Class cars will be required to meet a maximum power-to-weight ratio (with driver) of 280bhp per tonne (cars 
may be ballasted to achieve this). 

 

Academy Class: Westfield Race Academy Cars with sealed 150bhp Ford Zetec engine. This class is open to 

novice racers only. 
 

 Euro Class: Any Westfield AeroRace car, registered to race in an approved overseas Westfield race series.  
 

 Euro Class cars will be required to race to their domestic technical regulations. 
 

Invitation Class: Any race-prepared Westfield Sportscar (AeroRace, SE, SEi, SEiWide, ZEi, XI,) invited by 

BARC and Westfield Sportscars Limited. Or, any development car from Westfield Sportscars 
 

 Weight or qualifying time penalties may be imposed on Invitation Class cars. 
 

5.3.  Safety Requirements:  
 

5.3.1  The following Articles of MSA Safety Criteria Regulations will apply:  

K3.1.2(a),   K3.1.4,   K5,   K6,   K8,   K9,   K10,   K11,   K13,   K14.  In addition the following will apply:  
 

For Cup, Academy, and Euro Class cars with an AeroRace chassis, a "full cage" to MSA Regulation K1 +  
(ROPS Ref No 2148) supplied by Westfield Sportscars (Part Number 4633025) is mandatory.  

 

For Cup and Invitation Class cars using any other Westfield chassis, a "full cage" to MSA Regulation K1 +  
(Drg 8) is mandatory. If a bolt-on front end cage to work with the rollbar is used on a wide body car, this must be 
as supplied by Caged Ltd, directly. For narrow bodied cars, the point of supply for the bolt-on front end cage is 
free.  
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Side intrusion: The body section alongside the driver must be filled with an expanding two part foam between the 
inner and outer body panels and from the front to rear end plates, adjacent to the front bulkhead and rear wheel 
arch. A means to allow inspection by scrutineers must be available.  
 

A full harness safety belt must be fitted complying with K2.1.3 ï Q19.14.2, Belts designed to pick up on the correct 
points on the chassis are available from Westfield Sportscars.  

 

It is mandatory for all cars to be fitted with a minimum of a 2.25 litre AFFF plumbed in or equivalent fire 

extinguisher system ï K3.1.4  
 

An electrical master switch complying with K8, and capable of isolating the battery and ignition systems, must be 
fitted in such a position that it can be operated from both inside and outside the car.  

 

 The electrical cut-out must be marked by a red spark on a blue triangle.  
 

5.4  General Technical Requirements & Exceptions:  
Vehicles running in Cup Class, Academy Class and Euro Class must conform to the specification of a standard 
vehicle as supplied by Westfield Sportscars with the exception of adjustments as permitted by these regulations. 

 

Vehicles running in Invitation Class may be modified but must comply with specific mandatory requirements 
where given. 

 

5.4.1  All vehicles must comply with these regulations and any relevant MSA technical regulations.  
 

5.4.2  The appearance and condition of all vehicles must be satisfactory to the scrutineers and Series Organisers at all 
times.  

 

5.4.3  Cars must be fitted with at least two mirrors, giving a clear view to the rear, one to each side of the centre line of 
the vehicle.  

 

5.4.4  All engines should have provision for Scrutineers wire seals. 1/16 in holes, pre-drilled in readily accessible 
locations on installed engines must be available.  

 

 (a)  Sump - two holes through the cylinder block / sump flange, one either side of the engine  
 (b)  Timing Cover - at least two retaining screw heads must be cross drilled.  
 (c)  Rocker Cover - at least two retaining screw heads must be cross drilled.  
 (d)  Inlet Manifold - at least two retaining bolt heads to the cylinder head must be cross drilled.  
 (e)  Carburettor - at least two retaining nuts to the cylinder head must be cross drilled.  

(f)  Bell Housing - at least two retaining bolts to the engine must be cross drilled to enable the clutch and 
flywheel to be adequately sealed OR competitors must be prepared to remove either engine or 
transmission to enable sealing of clutch and flywheel, in which case at least two clutch cover retaining 
bolts must be cross drilled.  

 

 Failure to comply renders the engine ineligible.  
 

5.4.5  Titanium components are prohibited.  
 

5.5  Chassis:  
 

5.5.1  The chassis must be as supplied by Westfield Sportscars and may not be modified. 5.5.2 The chassis tubes must 
not be used to carry liquids.  

 

5.5.3  It is permissible to add or remove material from the chassis if the car has been involved in an accident, causing 
chassis damage. Any such temporary repairs must be sanctioned by the Series Eligibility Scrutineer or his deputy. 
All such temporary repairs must be checked by Westfield Sportscars and any permanent repairs may only be 
carried out by Westfield Sportscars themselves.  

 

For the avoidance of doubt, the straightening of chassis tubing (without the addition of material) may be carried 
out by third parties. 

   

5.5.4  Academy class carsmust use either the original chassis as supplied by Westfield Sportscars or a replacement 
chassis to Academy spec, supplied by Westfield Sportscars 

 

5.5.5  Invitation Class, the Westfield standard and lightweight specification chassis are allowed.  
 
5.5.6  For Westfield SE, SEi, SEi Wide and ZEi vehicles only, long trailing arms of 36 inches maximum length are 

allowed, but must be fitted by Westfield Sportscars or one of their authorised agents. A detailed invoice, not a 
photocopy, must be available at scrutineering.  
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5.6  Body:  
 

5.6.1  The minimum ground clearance must not be less than 4ò (100mm), measured from the underside of the chassis 
rail (front and rear) to the ground and measured with the driver out.  

 

5.6.2  Plastic screws may be used (part no BM5 x 25) in place of the standard steel screws supplied to retain the rear 
wings.  

 

5.6.3  The silhouette of the car must remain as standard.  
 

5.6.4  The removal of the spare wheel carrier is mandatory.  
 

5.6.5  The only panels which may be fitted to the chassis are the Westfield supplied standard aluminium panels detailed 
in the vehicle build manual. (relevant page/s attached as Appendix A).  

 

5.6.6  The drivers seat may be changed and is free subject to compliance with MSA Regulation J5.3 but the drivers 
head with helmet on must be at least 5cms below the top of the rollcage. 

 
5.6.7  Carbon effect protectors supplied by Westfield Sportscars may be fitted to the rear wings. Carbon fibre rear wing 

protectors are prohibited.  
 

5.6.8  Hoods and sidescreens are prohibited.  
 

5.6.9  Academy Class cars, it is not permitted to drill any holes into or to modify the outer skin or inner panelling of the 
car except where specified in the assembly instructions.  

 

All other Classes, it is permitted to cut holes to allow the passage of pipes or wiring through the bodywork / 
panelling and holes for securing body panels using alternative methods of fixing to that used by the factory. 

 

5.6.10  Cup, Academy and Euro Class vehicles may only use:  
 

 Exterior and interior body panels supplied by Westfield Sportscars.  
Standard Wings or Carbon effect front wings (part no 5584018) supplied by Westfield Sportscars Nose cone 
supplied by Westfield Sportscars.  

 Original or Carbon effect dash as supplied by Westfield Sportscars  
 

5.6.11  Modifications permitted for Cup and Euro Class only:  
 

 Vehicles with an AeroRace chassis must have a half aero screen supplied by Westfield Sportscars. 
 

Westfield SE, SEi, SEi Wide and ZEi Vehicles may use either a full-width or half aero screen supplied by 
Westfield Sportscars.  

  

 A passenger seat may be fitted  
 

Body panels and update kits may only be modified to assist cooling by means of louvres and must comply with 
5.4.2 of these regulations.  

 

 Carpets and trim may be removed.  
 

5.6.12  Modifications permitted for Academy Class only:  
 The passenger seat may be removed.  
 

 It is permitted to fit a plain glass windscreen in place of the standard heated glass issue  
 

 Carpets and trim may be removed 
 

5.6.13  Modifications Prohibited.    
 Carbon fibre components are prohibited, even where such components are sourced from Westfield Sportscars.  
 

 "Race" body Kits are not allowed (see 5.1.3.)  
 

 Oil or water pipes or containers are not allowed in the drivers or passengers compartment.  
 

Aerofoils, nose fins, spoilers, splitters, aerodynamic devices, additional under floor trays, underfloor venturi 
devices and holes or louvres in the rear panel are prohibited. (See 5.1.3.) except for the Invitation Class where 
photographs of such devices  must be submitted to Westfield Sportscars with the request for an entry. 

 

5.6.14  In compliance with MSA Regulation J5.2.1 all vehicles must have fitted a gaiter around the gearlever isolating the 

passenger compartment from the engine / gearbox area.  
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5.7  Engine:  
 

5.7.1  Cup Class vehicles only:   
 
 (i)  Any vehicle, at the discretion of the Series Eligibility Scrutineer (or nominated deputy) may, at any time, be 

required to undergo an engine bhp power-test at either Northampton Motorsport or Minister Race 
Engines, or another facility approved by Westfield Sportscars. The results of this test must be made 
known to Westfield Sportscars and The Series Eligibility Scrutineer (or nominated deputy). The engine 
and ECU must then be sealed prior to the car leaving the test facility. If, as a result of the test, a driver / 
entrant decides to have an engine rebuild, it must be presented for re-test and sealing before becoming 
eligible for this Class.  

 
  It will be the responsibility of the driver / entrant to present the car for testing within 14 days of the request 

and all associated costs (test fee, transportation) will be the responsibility of  the driver / entrant. 
 
  The calculation of the Powerïto-weight ratio will be made on the basis of the results of this test, together 

with the last recorded weight of the car, together with driver, helmet, gloves and overalls, made by the 
Series Eligibility Scrutineer  (or nominated deputy) during the 2010 Series season. 

 

 (ii)  If a driver / entrant with a sealed engine requires engine maintenance or investigation to be undertaken, or 
if an engine requires a rebuild, the Series Eligibility Scrutineer (or nominated deputy), together with 
Westfield Sportscars must be informed. If any engine work is undertaken, procedure (i) above must be 
adhered to, unless dispensation is granted by The Series Eligibility Scrutineer (or nominated deputy).  

 

5.7.2   Cup Class Cars with 2000cc Ford Zetec Engines:  
 Only engines which have been supplied by the Westfield factory are eligible.  
 The use of spark plugs part number 2955002 is mandatory.  
 The engine management unit (ECU) must be part number 4073064, supplied by Westfield Sportscars.  
 The throttle position sensor must remain standard and in its original position.  
 Dry sumps are permitted. 
 

5.7.3   Cup Class Cars with 1800cc Ford Zetec Engines:  
Cars must use the standard Ford Zetec 1800cc Twin Cam 16 valve engine, twin 40DCOE carburettor and max 
38mm chokes, balanced crank assembly, standard cam shaft and valves, pistons and con rods. Bore and stroke 
must remain as standard not exceeding 1800cc. All engine components must be original Ford, including the water 
pump, and to the standard 1800cc Zetec specification. Dry sump is permitted. No polishing or porting to cylinder 
head is permitted. Minimum weight of flywheel is 7kg. It is permitted to fit replacement pistons sourced from 
aftermarket suppliers provided that they are a direct replacement for the Ford item.  

 

It will be the responsibility of the driver / entrant to provide documentation to prove the authenticity and origin of 
any part of the engine. For further clarification / s, see Appendix B.  
 

Any ECU management system may be used. Ignition Timing and performance programming is free. Drive pulleys 
on camshafts, crankshaft and waterpump are free.  

 

Competitors not using current specification engine mounts will be issued with an update kit by Westfield 
Sportscars Limited.  

 

5.7.4   Academy Class Cars with 2000cc Ford Zetec Engines:  
 Only engines supplied by Westfield Sportscars are eligible. 
 

All engines and ECUs will be sealed at the Westfield Factory and all seals must remain intact. If a seal is broken, 
then procedure 5.7.1 (ii) must be adopted. 

 

 No modifications to the standard engine, as supplied by Westfield Sportscars are permitted.  
 

 The use of spark plugs part number 2955002 is mandatory.  
 The engine management unit (ECU) must be part number 4073064, supplied by Westfield Sportscars.  
 The throttle position sensor must remain standard and in its original position.  
 

5.7.5   Euro Class Cars with 2000cc Ford Zetec Engines 
 

 All cars must run to their domestic regulations. 
 

5.7.6   Invitation Class 
 Engine choice, management and location are free. 
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5.7.7 Cup, Academy and Euro Class, Prohibited Modifications: 
 

 Forced induction is prohibited.  
 

 Competition pistons are prohibited.  
 

 No other modification is permitted 
 

5.7.8  Cup, Academy and Euro Class, Engine Location:  
 

 The engine must remain in its original position, using standard Westfield engine mounts.  
 

5.7.9  Oil/Water:  
 

 Cup and Euro Classes: The cooling system is free but the radiator must remain in its original position. 
  

 The fitting of an oil cooler within the periphery of the bodywork is permitted.  
 

 It is not permissible to fit an electric water pump 
 

 Academy Class: The cooling system and radiator must remain as supplied by Westfield Sportscars 
 

 Invitation Class: The cooling system is free 
 

5.7.10  Induction system:  
 

 Cup Class: Inlet manifold free. Carburettor chokes - maximum size 38mm inside diameter  
 

 Academy Class: No modifications permitted 
 

 Euro Class: Cars must adhere to their domestic regulations 
 

 Invitation Class: Free 
 

 All cars: Must utilise a commercially available foam type air filter system.  
 Air boxes and direct air intake systems are prohibited.  
 Any form of device to accelerate the air flow into the air filter is prohibited  
 

5.7.11  Exhaust Systems:  
 

 Cup Class:  
 

2000cc Ford Zetec engine cars must use the Westfield supplied system (part noôs 1712051 & 1711091). No 
modifications are permitted.  

 

1800cc Ford Zetec engine cars, the exhaust is free providing it complies with MSA technical and noise 
regulations.  

 

Academy and Euro Class: Must use the Westfield supplied system (part noôs 1712051 & 1711091). No 
modifications are permitted 

 

 Invitation Class: The exhaust system is free but must comply with MSA technical and noise regulations. 
 

5.7.12  Ignition System:  
 

 Cup and Invitation Class: The ignition system is free.  
 

 Academy and Euro Class: No modifications permitted  
5.7.13  Fuel Delivery Systems:  
 

 Cup and Invitation Class: The Fuel Delivery System is free.  

 Academy and Euro Class: No modifications permitted  

5.8.  Suspension:  
Cup Class: Vehicles may use either the Westfield Sportscars supplied standard-track suspension in respect of all 
components (wishbones part noôs 3712052, 3711052, 4311152, 4312204, 4312205) and their positioning, or 
upgrade to the Westfield Sportscars supplied wide-track front wishbones.  

 

Damper choice is free providing that the original mountings are used without modification. Light alloy dampers, or 
those with separate reservoirs for gas/fluid are prohibited. Spring type and rates are free.

Westfield Sportscars supply front and rear anti-roll bars, part no 3702017 (front) 3702025 (rear) and these may 
either be fitted or disconnected. Drivers / entrants may choose to adopt a free design of both front and rear anti-
roll bars if they wish.  

 

 Academy Class: No modifications are permitted. The front anti-roll bar may be disconnected. 
 

Euro Class: No modifications from their domestic regulations are permitted. Front / Rear anti-roll bars (if 
permitted) may be disconnected. 

 

Invitation Class: Only wishbones (front and rear) that have been supplied by Westfield Sportscars may be used. 
Dampers, springs and anti-roll bars are free. Front and rear anti-roll bars may be disconnected. 

 

5.8.1  Permitted Modifications:  

 All Cars: Ride height may be adjusted subject to minimum ride height requirements detailed in article 5.6.1.  
 

 It is permissible to adjust front and rear camber angles by means of the adjustable length top wishbones  
 provided.  
 

Cup Class: It is permissible to fit a Westfield supplied rose joint kit to cars not with an AeroRace chassis. The 
original suspension pick up points must be used.  

 

5.8.2  Prohibited Modifications:  

All Cars: Except for those items listed above, no other modifications are allowed. Only standard Westfield 
suspension parts may be used. No material may be added or removed.  

 

5.8.3  Wheelbase/Track:  

All Cars: The wheelbase and track dimensions must remain standard according to the build specification and as 
manufactured by Westfield Sportscars for that particular model.  

 

5.9.  Transmission:  
Cup, Academy and Euro Class: The gearbox must contain no more than five forward ratios and include an 
operable reverse gear, capable of being engaged by the driver whilst normally seated.  

 The gearbox and final drive must remain in their original positions.  
 The clutch must be from a production car and be of the single plate type. The clutch friction material is free.  
 

Invitation Class: The gearbox must contain no more than six forward ratios and include an operable reverse 
gear, capable of being engaged by the driver whilst normally seated.  

 The gearbox and final drive must remain in their original positions.  
 The clutch type and friction material is free.  
 

5.9.1  Permitted Modifications:  

 All Cars: It is permitted to fit a clutch pedal stop if required. The design and supply of this is free.  
 It is permitted to fit a brake pedal stop if required. The design and supply of this is free.  
 The design and supply of the gear knob is free.  
 Limited slip differentials are permitted in the Euro Class and the Invitation Class only 
  

5.9.2  Prohibited Modifications:  

 All Cars: Transaxles and sequential boxes are prohibited in all classes bar the Invitation Class.  
 Limited slip differentials are prohibited in Cup Class and Academy Class.  
 

5.9.3  Transmission & Drive Ratios:  

 Cup and Invitation Class: Gearbox and final drive ratios are free 
 

Academy Class: The use of the Ford 5 speed type 9 gearbox is mandatory. The ratios within the box must 
remain as per standard Ford specification.  1st ï 3.65:1   2nd ï 1.97:1   3rd ï 1.37:1   4th ï 1.00:1    5th ï 0.82:1 
 Final Drive ï 3.92:1  

 

 Euro Class: Cars must run to their domestic regulations. 
 

5.10  Electrics:  
 All power feed to the vehicle and engine looms must be connected via the master battery switch.  
 

Cup Class:  Vehicles are advised to run either the standard Westfield dash or the Potenza Digital Dash upgrade 
(with associated instrumentation and looms as supplied by Westfield Sportscars). However, final dash and 
instrumentation choice is free. 

 

 Vehicles are advised to run the Westfield race loom. 
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 Vehicles may run any commercially available data-logging system. 
 

Academy Class: Vehicles must run with either the standard Westfield dash and instrumentation (as supplied with 
the car) or may upgrade to the Potenza Digital Dash. 

 

 Vehicles may run a DL1 datalogger as supplied by either Race Technology or Westfield Sportscars. 
 

 The engine loom and chassis loom must remain as standard and as supplied by Westfield Sportscars 
 

* Westfield Sportscars reserve the right to collect data from any Academy Class car and to share this with other 
competitors in the same Class for the benefit of improving driving standards. 

 

 Euro Class: No modifications are permitted from the driverôs / entrantôs domestic regulations. 
 

 Invitation Class: Dash, instrumentation and looms are free. 
 

 Vehicles may run any commercially available data-logging system. 
 

5.10.1  Lighting 

Cup Class: Vehicles must run a single rear brake light and fog light (high-intensity light) in the standard positions. 
Drivers / entrants may choose to run with additional lighting (headlights, repeaters, sided brake lights) but if they 
so choose, both brake lights must be in full working order.  

 

Academy Class: Lighting systems must be retained in their entirety and be in full working order. The position and 
direction of all lights shall be as intended. Spot/head lamps, front indicators, rear indicators and rear brake lights 
must all be in working order, and aligned correctly.  

 

 Euro and Invitation Class: Minimum requirement is a single rear brake light and fog light.  
 

5.10.2  All cars must be fitted with a high intensity rear light according to MSA regulation K5.  
 

5.10.3  The battery, starter motor and charging systems must be retained in their entirety and be in working order. 

Attention is drawn to MSA regulation J5.14.1 concerning batteries positioned in the cockpit of the car.  
 

5.10.4  Batteries must be gel type lead acid. Academy Class  vehicles must use the standard battery in the standard 
position. 

 

5.11  Brakes:  
Cup Class: Vehicles may use either the standard braking system as supplied by Westfield Sportscars or 
standard, non-alloy brake components from mass production cars. Friction material is free (see 5.11.1). The onus 
is on the competitor to prove to the Series Eligibility Scrutineer (or deputy) the origin of any brake component.  

 

A bias braking system may be used and the make of this is free. It is permitted to drill holes in the chassis to fit 
such a system.  

 

Academy Class: Vehicles may only use the standard braking system as supplied by Westfield Sportscars. 
Friction material is free (see 5.11.1) 

 

 Euro Class: Vehicles must run to their domestic regulations. 
 

 Invitation Class: The braking system and friction material is free.   
 

A bias braking system may be used and the make of this is free. It is permitted to drill holes in the chassis to fit 
such a system.  

 

5.11.1  Prohibited Modifications:  
 All cars: The cross drilling and / or surface scoring of discs  

 Academy: The use of light alloy callipers.  
 

5.12  Wheels / Steering:  
 Cup Class: It is permitted to fit the Westfield Sportscars supplied quick release upper steering column.  
 

Standard-Track vehicles must use either the Westfield Sportscars Steering Rack Assembly for standard track 
cars (part no. 5211005), or the steering rack may come from a standard production car, but may be modified to 
allow fitting.  

 

 Wide-Track vehicles must use a steering rack supplied by Westfield Sportscars. 
 Westfield SE, SEi, SEi Wide and ZEi vehicles may fit rose-joint kits 
 

 The steering wheel is free. Vehicles may use the quick-release system, part 5231015. 
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Vehicles must run on 13ò wheels. Only commercially available steel or alloy wheels are permitted.. Only complete 
sets of wheels are permitted.  

 

 Academy Class: Vehicles must use the standard Westfield Sportscars supplied steering rack and column. 
 

 The steering wheel is free. Vehicles may use the quick-release system, part 5231015. 
 

 Vehicles must run on 7ò x 15ò wheels as supplied by Westfield Sportscars. 
 

 Euro Class:  Vehicles must run to their domestic regulations 
 

 Invitation Class: Steering rack and wheel are free. 
 

Maximum wheel width is 8ò. Wheels must be commercially available and must only be constructed of steel or 
alloys. 

 

5.12.1  Prohibited Modifications: Except as mentioned above no other modifications or options are permitted.  
 

5.13.  Tyres:  
 Toyo Tyres are the official tyre supplier to the Series. 
 

 Cup Class: A single, control, all weather tyre will be used in this Class; 
 

 Toyo Proxes R888 185/60 VR13 80V GG 
 

 An alternative rear tyre, Toyo Proxes R888 205/60 VR13 86V GG may be used.  
 

 Academy Class: A single, control, all weather tyre will be used in this Class; 
 

 Toyo Proxes T-1R 195/50 R15 82V GG  
 

 Euro Class: Toyo tyres as per domestic regulations 
 

 Invitation Class: Any tyre appearing in the MSAôs 2010 List Section L  
 

5.14  Weights:  
 

5.14.1  Minimum weight 

Cup Class: The minimum weight for Cup Class cars is 600kg, with driver on board and fully suited for competition 
including helmet and gloves.  

 

Academy Class: The minimum weight for Academy Class cars is 625kg, with driver on board and fully suited for 
competition including helmet and gloves. 

 

Euro Class:  The minimum weight for Euro Class cars is 650kg, with driver on board and fully suited for 
competition including helmet and gloves. 

 

 Invitation Class: The minimum weight for Invitation Class cars is  
 

600kg for a vehicle with a motor car engine, with driver on board and fully suited for competition including 
helmet and gloves. 

 

550kg for a vehicle with a motor bike engine, with driver on board and fully suited for competition including 
helmet and gloves. 

 

All ballast required must be attached to the chassis in accordance with J5.15 using a minimum of 4 mounting 
points using bolts with a minimum diameter of 8mm, each with steel washers of at least 400mm2 surface area and 
3mm thickness.  

 

5.14.2  After Round 1, the Organisers reserve the right to alter the minimum weight for each Class and such alterations 
may differ for each class. In addition, After Round 7 a similar review will take place. Where such an alteration is 
made, the competitors concerned will be expected to present their car at the next round entered having made the 
required alteration, in accordance with 5.14.1 above.  

 

5.15  Fuel System / Fuel:  
 

5.15.1  Fuel tank type 

 Cup Class: Either the standard fuel tank or one complying to MSA regulations must be used. 
 

 Academy Class: The standard fuel tank as supplied by Westfield Sportscars must be used. 
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 Euro Class: Any fuel tank as supplied by Westfield Sportscars may be used. 
 

 Invitation Class: Any fuel tank complying with MSA regulations may be used. 
 

5.15.2  Fuel tank location 

 All Classes: The fuel tank must be located in the same general area as envisaged by the vehicle manufacturer.  
 

On the grounds of safety it is mandatory that fuel tanks currently fitted behind the rear axle/differential be removed 
to a new position above the rear axle/differential. Details regarding this modification can be issued by Westfield 
Sportscars Ltd, including the availability of a complete replacement tank should competitors feel that their existing 
fuel tank is inadequate or unsuitable to be moved.  

 

 The breather must be fitted with a non-return valve and must be contained within the confines of the body. 
 

 It is not permitted to attach the breather to the exterior part of the safety cage. 
 

5.15.3  Fuel type 

 All Classes: Competitors may use only pump fuel, as defined in MSA Yearbook. 
 

All Classes: To allow for the possibility of MSA fuel testing (MSA Blue Book J5.13.7) all cars newly built in 2010 
must be fitted with a dry-break fuel sampling kit. Kits are available from Westfield Sportscars or recognised 
motorsport factors suppliers. 

 

5.16  Silencing:  
 

5.16.1 All Vehicles must at all times comply with silencing regulations specified in the MSA Yearbook Section J.  
 
5.16.2  Silencer Type 

 
 Academy Class: The use of a Westfield silencer with internal catalytic converter is mandatory 

 

 Euro Class: Cars must run to their domestic regulations  
 

 Cup & Invitation Class: The silencer type is free but must comply with 5.16.1. 
 

5.17  Numbers and Series Decals:  
 

5.17.1  To be eligible to compete in a Series race it is mandatory for cars to display :  
 a)  BARC Shield,  
 b)  Series decals,  
 c)  Any Series Sponsors Decals advised subsequently by BARC on each side of the vehicle in an 

unobscured position when viewed from a direct side elevation. Failure to have ANY of these in place will 
render the car ineligible (providing the decals are available at Race Administration).  

 
5.17.2 Numbers will be allocated by the Series Co-ordinator as follows:  

 

2 - 6,   8 - 76,   78 - 98  
Number 1 will be issued to the previous yearôs top-performing Cup Class driver,   
Number 99 will be reserved for any entry by Westfield Sportscars).  

 Number 7 and number 77 will not be issued.

6.2.2 Vehicle presentation. The presentation of the car is fundamental to the profile of the series/series, its sponsors 
and audience.  Therefore in considering whether to permit any car to race at any point during the season, the 
organisers will regard as paramount the presentation of the car.  In taking into account its appearance, inherent in 
which is the standard of presentation, they may exclude any car they consider may prejudice the reputation of the 
series/series or is otherwise unacceptable.  

 
This will include where the car is presented at a race event bearing accident damage sustained at a previous 
event and which has not been subject to the completion of repair. Note: a double header can be regarded as one 
event for the purposes of this regulation. 

 
6.2.3 Television coverage : Competitors accept that in car cameras may be fitted to their cars at any race or official 

practise session for a race as part of the promotion for the series without charge. On no account should 
advertising be carried on cars in the cockpit area.
