With packed grids offering thrilling wheel-to-wheel racing,
ELF Renault Clio Cup with Michelin is the UK’s premier one-
make saloon-car championship. As well as benefitting from
live television coverage together with highlights on the ITV

Touring Car drivers thanks to its placement as the only
saloon-car series on the BTCC package.
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2010 at a glance...

The 2010 ELF Renault Clio Cup with Michelin season
sees a number of exciting changes including:

* Increase in length of Saturday races to 40 minutes*.
* The introduction of a Graduate Cup for drivers aged
23 and under by 1st March 2010 with each winner
featuring on the podium, while the overall winner
receives a 25% discount on the 2011 registration fee.

* Introduction of a Masters Cup for drivers aged 35
and over on 1st March 2010 with each winner
featuring on the podium.

* Special focus on driving standards to reduce costs
together with the introduction of grid penalties.

* Introduction of a new, more powerful engine.

* Full access to overseas races including the unique
24-hour Nurburgring support race.

* Flexibility to allow both the 2009 and 2010 engines.

* Tyre bonus scheme and use of tyre turning to
prolong life.

Tyres
In the interests of sporting and technical equality,

sales and distribution of spare parts for the 2010
ELF Renault Clio Cup is exclusively through
R.Sport Ltd. Spare parts are available at every
event and official test days. Enquiries at other
times should be directed to R.Sport Ltd.

A maximum of 60 new slick tyres are permitted for use
during the 2010 ELF Renault Clio Cup. A maximum of four
nominated new slick and four nominated used tyres may be
used per double race event. At the first event, six new tyres
may be presented. There is no restriction on the number of

wet (treaded) tyres that may be used during the season.

The nominated fuel supplier for the 2010 ELF Renault Clio
Cup is Atol Fuel Services. During a race meeting and official
pre-race test days, entrants/drivers may only use fuel from
the designated supplier, which is deemed the Renault
Control Fuel.

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Driving standards

Continuing the move to help reduce costs, the 2010 ELF
Renault Clio Cup season will pay particular focus to improving
driving standards. The new measures include:

* Introduction of grid penalties: Drivers who receive penalty
points following judicials will also be subjected to a grid
penalty equivalent to the point allocation. This means if a
driver is awarded two penalty points they will automatically be
demoted two grid places at the next round they compete in.

* Penalty points: These will be doubled/tripled etc. for
second/third offences and docked from a driver’s
championship score. However, this will not apply to grid
positions.

+ Judicials/Onboard cameras: A mandatory camera is fitted
to every car to facilitate thorough judicial investigations by the
Clerk of the Course.

* Driving standard presentation: At the beginning of the
season, all drivers will attend a video presentation on driving
standards.

* ELF/Atol Driver of the Meeting: The driver deemed to
have shown the best sportsmanlike ethics at each race
meeting (10 in total) will be awarded the ELF/Atol Driver of
the Meeting together with a cheque for £200.
